What is not on the Website?

Many of you have asked questions about the Tribe’s mailing and website publishing policies.  I will attempt to explain some of the most frequently asked questions here.

· Why isn’t every little thing published on the Tribe website?

The Tribe website is open to the entire world.  There is information we do not wish to be open to everyone, only members.  This would certainly include our member phone lists, which also include your address, our Constitution and By-Laws, information about Induction, and anything else that we consider to be proprietary to our organization.  So, there are many things we still need to write to you about, you know, the old fashioned way.  But we do use the website for current and future events and many other announcements and interesting facts.  It is certainly useful for immediate updates and last minute plan changes, so keep it in your browser “favorites.”

· Why does it take so long to get the Runner?

Tribe dues would be about $150 instead of $20 if we sent everything out by first class mail.  We use a bulk mail permit for non-profit organizations.  This means we pay very little to mail each piece.  But the trade off is that out of town mail is very, very slow.  Really, snails do move faster.  Also, remember that bulk mail is NOT forwarded if you move.  Therefore, be sure to submit a “Change of Address” form, so we can get your mail to you.

· My family has multiple Tribe members, why can’t we get just one Runner?
Previously we have not been logistically able to do this without a lot of manual labor. But now we can!  We have been able to program our database to perform this function. You may use the form below to let us know that you only need or want one Runner each month.  It is important to designate the primary member to receive the Runner, and then make sure that person is always registered, so as to not interrupt your receiving of the Runner.  If at any time you wish to change the primary member or wish to go back to getting multiple Runners, you may just let us know.

NOTE: Making this request is for the Runner only. Some other mailings will still be sent to each member. The Pancake Breakfast letter not only contains tickets, but your membership card.  The Induction / Registration mailing is different for Tribesmen, Honoraries, and Non-Inducted Honoraries. Mailings to Neophyte members will also always be separate.  But still, we can save a few trees (and Postal Carriers) by cutting down on your Runners. YOU ONLY NEED TO DO THIS ONCE.
